ii. The EPFO has also made it mandatory to file online claims for withdrawals of above Rs 5 lakh 

under the Employees Pension Scheme 1995.

ii. In its global growth forecasts for 2018 and 2019, Moody’s stated the Budget for the fiscal year 

beginning April 1 (2018-19) includes some measures to stabilise the rural economy that was 

disproportionately hit by the scrapping of high denomination 500 and 1000 rupee notes. 

 

India’s GDP Growth Rises to 7.2% in December Quarter 
i. The Indian economy grew at a five-quarter high of 7.2% in the October-December period 

reflecting overall recovery due to good show by agriculture, manufacturing, construction and certain 

services. 

ii. The economy is expected to grow at 6.6% in the current fiscal ending March 31, as per the 

second advanced estimates of the Central Statistics Office (CSO). 

iii. The earlier estimate was 6.5%. The growth for the second quarter (July-September) has been 

revised upwards to 6.5%, from 6.3% estimated earlier by the CSO.

World’s Largest Solar Park 'Shakti Sthala' Launched in Karnataka 
i. The Karnataka government inaugurated the first phase of a 2,000 megawatts (MW) solar 

park in the drought-prone district, Tumkur. The first phase of the Rs16,500 crore park called 

“Shakti Sthala” will generate 600MW, while the balance 1,400MW is expected to be commissioned 

by the end of 2018. 

ii. The solar project is the largest in the world, is spread over 13,000 acres and five villages. It is part 

of the “Karnataka Solar Policy 2014-2021” which aims to decrease dependence on traditional power 

sources and move to environmentally friendly ones to meet the growing power needs of the state.

Rajasthan Passes Bill To Award Death Penalty For Those Who Rape Girls Under 12 Years Of 

Age 
i. Rajasthan assembly has passed an amendment bill awarding death penalty for convicts involved in 

the rape of girls below 12 years of age. State Home Minister Gulab Chand Kataria introduced 'The 

Criminal Laws (Rajasthan Amendment) Bill, 2018' in the assembly, which was passed in the House 

by a voice vote following a debate. 

ii. The new amendment added sections 376-AA and 376-DD to the Indian Penal Code, 1860. The 

amendment says that a person who is convicted of raping/gang-raping a girl up to twelve years of age 

will be given a death sentence or rigorous imprisonment, which shall not be less than fourteen years 

and 20 years, respectively. 

 

Fugitive Economic Offenders Bill And Chit Funds (Amendment) Bill Introduced In Lok Sabha 
i. The Fugitive Economic Offenders Bill 2018 has been introduced in the Lok Sabha. The Bill will 

help in laying down measures to deter economic offenders from evading the process of law by 

remaining outside the jurisdiction of Indian courts. The cases where the total value involved in such 

offenses is Rs. 100 crore or more, will come under the purview of the Bill. Minister of State for 

Finance, Shiv Pratap Shukla introduced the Bill.  

ii. The Minister also introduced the Chit Funds (Amendment) Bill-2018. The amendment is aimed at 

facilitating the orderly growth of the chit funds sector and remove bottlenecks being faced by the 

industry and enabling greater financial access of people to other financial products. 

 

Centre Forms Tribunal To Solve Mahanadi Water Dispute Between Odisha & Chhattisgarh 
i. The Centre has constituted a three-member Mahanadi Water Disputes Tribunal to adjudicate the 

dispute between Odisha and Chhattisgarh over sharing the river's water. Supreme Court Judge AM 

Khanwilkar will be the Chairman of the tribunal, with Justice Ravi Ranjan of the Patna High Court 

and Justice Indermeet Kaur Kochhar of the Delhi High Court being the other two members.  

ii. The apex court had sought to refer the dispute to a Tribunal for adjudication under the Inter-State 

River Water Disputes Act, 1956. 

 

Karnataka's Belgaum Is Now Home To India's Tallest Flag 
i. India's tallest national flag was unfurled in Belagavi (also known as Belgaum) in Karnataka. The 

event was attended by leaders, schoolchildren, and leaders of Hindu, Muslim, Christian and Sikh 
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institutions at the Kote Kere front. Where size is concerned, this flag in Belgaum beats the one at the 

India-Pakistan border at Attari in Punjab.  

ii. Belagavi District Minister Ramesh Jarkiholi unfurled the 9,600 sq ft wide flag on a 110-metre-tall

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i. Ustad Pyarelal Wadali, younger brother of Ustad Puran Chand Wadali passed away in 

Amritsar, Punjab. He was 75. He was one of the singers of popularly known 'Wadali Brothers'. 

ii. Wadali Brothers are famous for their Punjabi Sufi music.  

 

Veteran Hindi Poet Kedarnath Singh Passes Away 
i. Renowned Hindi poet and critic Kedarnath Singh passed away at the age of 83.  

ii. Prof. Singh was a recipient of the Jnanapeeth award in 2013. He won the Sahitya Akademi 

award in 1989 for his poetry collection Akaal Mein Saras. 

Pulitzer Prize Winner Les Payne Dies 
i. Les Payne, a Pulitzer Prize-winning journalist and columnist for Newsday who fiercely 

championed racial equality has passed away.

Important Days  with theme 

 
World Wildlife Day- 3 March 
i. World Wildlife Day (WWD) is celebrated across the world on 3 March. It is celebrated to raise 

awareness of the world’s wild fauna and flora. 

ii. The theme for WWD 2018 is “Big cats: predators under threat". 

International Women's Day- 8 March                                  

i. International Women’s Day is a worldwide event that celebrates the achievements of women 

everywhere. This year’s celebration comes at the heels of an unprecedented movement for women’s 

rights as 2018 marks 100 years since women gained the vote after the suffragette movement. 

ii. There have also been global campaigns in the form of #MeToo and #TimesUp – bringing sexual 

harassment and equal pay to the forefront of the agenda. International Women's Day 2018 campaign 

theme is #PressforProgress. The day has been observed since 1908, and falls on March 8 each year. 

World Consumer Rights Day- 15 March 
i. World Consumer Rights Day is celebrated globally on 15th March. It is an awareness day and 

theme for this year's WCRD 2018 is ‘Making Digital Marketplaces Fairer’. 

ii. The day is an opportunity to promote basic rights of all consumers, demanding that those rights 

are respected and protected. On this day in 1962, President John F Kennedy formally addressed 

the issue of consumer rights in US Congress and became the first leader to do so.  

 

International Day of Happiness- 20 March 
i. Since 2013, the United Nations has celebrated the International Day of Happiness (on 20th 

March) as a way to recognise the importance of happiness in the lives of people around the world. 
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The theme for IDH 2018 is "Share Happiness" - focusing on the importance of relationships, 

kindness and helping each other. 

ii. The World Happiness Report 2018 was also released recently in which Finland was ranked as 

the happiest country and Burundi in East Africa is the unhappiest place in the world. India 

ranks 133rd in the report.  

 

World Sparrow Day- 20 March 
i. World Sparrow Day is observed on 20 March every year globally to create awareness about the 

protection of sparrows. The theme for this year's WSD is 'I Love Sparrows'. 

ii. The first World Sparrow Day was observed in 2010 across the globe. The theme has been inspired 

by the hope that more and more of us will celebrate the relationship between people and Sparrows. 

 

World Water Day- 22 March 
i. The World Water Day is observed on 22 March every year, to raise awareness about the 

importance of water. The theme this year is, ‘Nature for Water’ – exploring nature-based solutions 

to the water challenges the world faces in the 21st century. 

ii. An international day to celebrate freshwater was recommended at the 1992 United Nations 

Conference on Environment and Development (UNCED) in Rio de Janeiro. The United Nations 

General Assembly responded by designating 22 March 1993 as the first World Water Day. 

 

World Tuberculosis Day- 24 March 
i. Each year we commemorate World Tuberculosis Day on March 24 to raise public awareness 

about the devastating health, social and economic consequences of tuberculosis (TB) and to step up 

efforts to end the global TB epidemic. 

ii. The date marks the day in 1882 when Dr. Robert Koch announced that he had discovered the 

bacterium that causes TB. The theme of World TB Day 2018 - “Wanted: Leaders for a TB-free 

world”. 

 

World Theatre Day- 27 March 
i. The World Theatre Day has been celebrated annually on the 27th March by ITI Centres and the 

international theatre community. 

ii. World Theatre Day was initiated in 1961 by the International Theatre Institute ITI. The first 

World Theatre Day Message was written by Jean Cocteau in 1962.  
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
